i CALLED TO HIGHER THINGS
Think about a typical day for you. From the time you awake until your day ends, you may
be busy, focused on work or family with little time to pause except perhaps a few mo-
ments for lunch or dinner. Most of us would say this is an accurate description of life as
we know it. And if we are honest with ourselves, we see much good that comes from the
attention we pay to the people in our lives and the tasks that we accomplish. We may
even be mindful of our call to do these things with and through the Lord as we go about
our lives. Yet we must remember that we are also called to higher things. We are in the
world but not of it. Our ultimate goal is to be with God for eternity, and all our activities,
tasks, and interactions must bear this great purpose in mind.
