Sister Dorothy Stang, formerly Sister Mary Joachim, taught the middle
grades at St. Alexander School from 1951 —1953.

Sister Dorothy Stang SNDdeN carried out her mission among the poor in Brazil out of love
for Christ. Twenty years since her “seed of life” was planted in death.

Sister Dorothy Stang was assassinated on February 12, 2005 in Brazil. The American-born missionary’s legacy
endures in the hearts of many small land holder farmers, who live off the land in the Amazon rainforest and
for whose rights Sister Dorothy gave her life.

For decades, Sr. Dorothy Stang, SNDdeN got caught in the cross fires of conflicts of interest and was
repeatedly threatened. She was 73 years old when she was killed by an assassin on the 12 of February 2005.
She died with the Bible in her hand.

Sr. Dorothy’s pockets were always filled with seeds. Nowadays, wherever | go, | hear people say, | got this
cocoa plant from Sr. Dorothy. This is Sr. Dorothy’s palm: “The poor have carried her in their hearts,” accord-
ing to Sr. Jane Dwyer who worked alongside Sr. Dorothy Stang in the Amazon for many years and continues
to do so at the age of 84.
