Next, we share the basic message of our faith. We explain the 
main message of Jesus and demonstrate our belief in God 
through our actions. The goal here is to offer hope and love, 
helping others see the positive impact our faith can have on their 
lives. We invite them to experience the joy and peace that comes 
from believing in something greater. We can invite them to prayer 
or mass! 
 
Finally, we help them understand the details of our faith through 
teaching our beliefs, practices, and how to live a good life. The 
purpose is to provide ongoing support and guidance so they can 
fully embrace these values and find deeper meaning and purpose 
in their lives. This way, they are equipped to live out their faith 
fully and meaningfully every day. 
 
Our goal is to usher them into a relationship with Christ. It’s a 
beautiful mission. This is our goal and the missionary role of the 
laity! 
 
Saint Benedict says to "welcome other people as if they are 
Christ!"
