WEEKLY REFLECTION

First Reading: 2 Chronicles 36:14-16, 19-23
Responsorial Psalm: Psalm 137:1-2, 3, 4-5, 6;
Second Reading: Ephesians 2:4-10

Gospel: John 3:14-21

Reflection by Rev. Fr. Isaac Agbenohevi

Theme: “The salvific love of God revealed in Jesus
Christ”

The encounter between Jesus and Nicodemus, in the
Fourth Gospel, triggers several significant themes about
Jesus’ salvific mission on earth. The motivation for all
these themes is the steadfast love of God which we find
in the Gospel of today. The love of God which is beyond
understanding compels him to offer his only begotten
Son for the salvation of humanity: “God sent his Son
so that the world might be saved through him.”
In the Gospel of John, God’s salvation is accessed
through Faith in his Son, the One he sent. Failure to
believe in him constitutes sin which triggers
condemnation since it implies that one lives in
darkness instead of the light which is Jesus Christ. The
lack of belief in God and living according to the
demands of his commands brings about destruction as
the first reading rightly presents to us. Belief in God
(and in his Son) brings about salvation — an expression
of the steadfast love of God. This is what we are invited
to reflect on and appreciate in the season of Lent. Let
us, through the sincere observance of our Lenten
practices of prayer, fasting and almsgiving, return to
the Lord our God whose love for us is beyond our
understanding and our imagination.

Compassionate and Merciful God,

In your Son, our Lord Jesus Christ, you revealed your
steadfast love and mercy for us.

Help us to be faithful in keeping our Lenten
observances so that we would be prepared to celebrate
the greatest expression of your love for humanity when
your Son will overcome sin and death at Easter. We ask
this through Christ our Lord.

Catechesis
What are the three pillars of Lent?

To help keep us on track, the church offers us three
pillars to focus our efforts during the 40 days of Lent:

prayer, fasting and almsgiving. While the practice of

fasting during Lent is widely known and observed,
many are not aware of how to properly answer the
Church’s prompt to incorporate prayer during this
season. God calls us to begin or strengthen our daily
prayer regimen so that we may come to know him on
a personal level. If we are truly going to grow in a
relationship with Jesus Christ, increasing our time in
prayer is exactly where we need to start.

What is prayer?

Prayer is our communication with God — the Father,
Son, and Holy Spirit. It is a relationship of both
listening and speaking. The Catechism of the
Catholic Church says, “This mystery [of faith], then,
requires that the faithful believe in it, that they
celebrate it, and that they live from it in a vital and
personal relationship with the living and true God.
This relationship is prayer” (CCC 2558). During Lent,
we are called to pray as a way to connect with God
and reflect on Jesus’ sacrifice. Prayer helps us
become attuned to God’s voice, seek forgiveness and
grow closer to him. It’s a time for self-reflection and
renewal, inviting us to align our lives with God’s will.
Through prayer, we find comfort, hope and strength
in knowing that God is with us during our 40-day
journey through Lent and beyond.
