We are excited to announce that our first year of Confirmation Preparation will begin
this school year! We are also very excited to announce that our three Midland parishes,
Assumption BVM, Blessed Sacrament, and St. Brigid will be collaborating in this program
as well as with Sunday night Youth Ministry! That means that all of our Midland Catholic
youth will come together for both Youth Ministry and Confirmation Preparation. Here
are all the details:

To prepare for the Sacrament of Confirmation, a child must:
* be at least 12 years old by January 1, 2026.
* be a member of the parish in which he/she will be receiving the Sacrament.
* be an active participant in Sunday night Middle School Youth Ministry (held at
Blessed Sacrament on Sunday evenings from 6-8pm).

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To prepare for the sacraments of First Reconciliation and First Eucharist, a child must:
* be a Baptized Catholic or other recognized denomination.
* be a member of the parish at which he or she will be receiving the sacraments.
* Dbe at least seven years old at the time of reception of the sacraments.
* be enrolled and participate in at least two years of Faith Formation before the reception
of the sacrament. The student may prepare for the reception of the Sacrament during
their second year of Faith Formation.

FIRST RECONCILIATION

First Reconciliation preparation begins in October with a Parent-Child Session that includes
family prayer, activities for kids, information for parents, and registration for the program.
Families may choose to attend either of two dates for this event. During October and
November, families work together at home on their First Reconciliation books. In December,
the children gather at church for their Jesus Experience Day when they participate in
retreat-style activities and celebrate the sacrament.

PARENT/CHILD SESSION: JESUS EXPERIENCE DAY:

Similar to First Reconciliation preparation, First Eucharist preparation consists of Parent-
Child Sessions offered in February and early March, family book-work at home during March
and April, and a Jesus Experience Day at the end of April. In May, we’ll have a required
practice day and First Eucharist Masses at each Mass on May 17-18.
