First Reading 		  Genesis 22:1-2, 9a, 10-13, 15-18

God put Abraham to the test. He 
called to him, “Abraham!” “Here 
I am!” he replied. Then God said: 
“Take your son Isaac, your only one, 
whom you love,  and go to the land 
of Moriah. There you shall offer him 
up as a holocaust  on a height that I 
will point out to you.” When they 
came to the place of which God had 
told him,  Abraham built an altar 
there and arranged the wood on it.
Then he reached out and took the 
knife to slaughter his son. But the 
Lord’s messenger called to him from 
heaven,  “Abraham, Abraham!” 
“Here I am!” he answered. “Do not 
lay your hand on the boy,” said the 
messenger. “Do not do the least 
thing to him. I know now how 
devoted you are to God,  since you 
did not withhold from me your own 

beloved son.” As Abraham looked 
about,  he spied a ram caught by 
its horns in the thicket. So he went 
and took the ram  and offered it up 
as a holocaust in place of his son. 
Again the Lord’s messenger called 
to Abraham from heaven and said:

all the nations of the earth shall 
find blessing— all this because you 
obeyed my command.”

Suddenly, 
looking around, they no longer 
saw anyone but Jesus alone 
with them. As they were coming 
down from the mountain, he 
charged them not to relate 
what they had seen to anyone, 
except when the Son of Man 
had risen from the dead. So they 
kept the matter to themselves,  
questioning what rising from 
the dead meant.
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I believe in God, the Father Almighty, 
Creator of Heaven and earth; 
and in Jesus Christ, His only Son, our Lord, 
who was conceived by the Holy Spirit, 
born of the Virgin Mary, 
suffered under Pontius Pilate, 
was crucified, died, and was buried. 
He descended into hell; on the third day 
he rose again from the dead; 
he ascended into heaven, and is seated at the right 
hand of God, the Father almighty; 
from there he will come to judge the living and the dead.
