AWoman of Influence 14, Hidden Saints

One of the most beautiful figures in this Sunday’s readings is a

L o
woman whose name we are never told. The Second Book of Kings
simply calls her *a woman of influence” from the town of Shunem.

Dear Friends:

God has a special love for the poor, but He also loves the rich and
powerful and expects holiness from them just as much as He expects
it from the poor and weak.

Sometimes when we hear the words *a woman of influence,” we
instinctively become suspicious, assuming that power and wealth
are obstacles to holiness. Yet the woman of Shunem reminds us that
those who possess influence, resources, or leadership can be saints as
well. God calls rich and poor, men and women alike, o use
whatever gifts they have received for His glory and the good of
others.

At first glance, this woman of Shunem may seem like a minor
character. Yet without her, an i111pm‘t:1nt C-}lzlpter in salvation
history would never have unfolded. Recognizing the holiness of the
srophet Elisha, she persuaded her husband to prepare a small room
or Lim——a simple space with a bed, table, chair, and lamp where he
could rest during his travels.

Her generosity reminds me of the many women I have known
throughout my years as a priest. Every parish is blessed by women
like the woman of Shunem. They are often not seeking recognition.
Their names may never appear in headlines. Yet they quietly make
possible so much of the Church’s mission. ’

They prepare meals for the sick and grieving. They teach children
the faith. They serve on committees and councils. They decorate our
churches, organize events, welcome newcomers, care for the poor,
and support countless ministries. Many do all of this while

also caring for spouses, children, grandchildren, aging parents, and
friends.

What strikes me most about the woman of Shunem is that she saw a
need and responded. She did not wait for someone else to act. She
used the gifts God had given her—her influence, resources, wisdom,
and generosity—to serve His purposes.

The result was extraordinary.

Her small act of hospitality became the occasion for God's abundant
blessing. As Scripture repeatedly teaches us, God can never be
outdone in generosity.

As your pastor, [ want to express my sincere gratitude for the
women of our parish who continue this same tradition of faichful
service. You helip make our parish a home. You strengthen our
ministries. You support our clergy and staff. Most importantly, you
help reveal the face of Christ through your generosity and care.
The woman of Shunem teaches us that holiness is often found in
simple acts of kindness, hospitality, and service. May all of us—
women and men alike—learn from her example and continue to
place our gifts at the service of God and His people.

Thank you for all that you do.
